Action CCB 013001-1: (CR 283)-This CR has been tabled and has to go back to Validation Working Group.  The new Edit check is for input to Val date when RNV is blank.   Issue-Existing records in CDM database that have no Validation Date (old FFGs, DDGs) with blank RNVs (how do we handle?)  Could the edit check be associated with VSAC second position instead of RNV blank?

Action CCB 013001-11:  Technical details of security at CFF level bug fix to be worked out-Ben Go.  BIW (Heather London) to provide examples to NSLC Pacific.

10378-Remove edit check between SAC and EQUIP DISCIPLINE.  Tabled

Action CCB 013001-12: CCB refer 10378 back to NAVICP for research and meet with Data Element Committee for resolution (PSNSY-Paul Haley-originator).

10388-RT 3—New field for piece part information-On Hold

Action CCB 013001-13: Action RE: 10388-Migrate to CR (bigger scope) changing RT 3 ref table to something more normalized. Proposal of new CDM/ISEA Working Group committee to evaluate ref LSD values.  Recommend add LESAs to committee within CDM/ISEA Working Group.  Evaluate current Legacy System REF LSD and recommend changes.   (Custom table for what type of LSD record.  One source of data maintained by LESA.  RT 3 becomes pointer linking to one source document.  Want to get rid of conforming to SDIF format for RT 3s.  Remarks Table are for RIN specific remarks.) (Peggy/Sally)

CR 274 – SOS Matrix Tab add to specify CDM POC for each APL-Approved concept of CR 274

Action CCB 013001-14: Communications Committee to more clearly define the request to add list of CDM POCs for all UICs that have APL loaded against them.   (APL will have one to many CDM relationship because of different classes of ships that have same APL applicability.)  All CDMs to update and maintain the CDM POC information in the Activity Record. 

CR 192 XRIC Tracker Module-Approved

Action CCB 013001-15: RE: CR 192 XRIC Tracker Module-NAVICP to update COSAL Use and Maintenance Manual to allow X in second position of LSSC. Tech Spec/DED update to reflect allowed value of X in second position of LSSC for XRICs. 

Action CCB 013001-16:  NSLC Pacific programmers to investigate whether CR 192 is completed or some portions of the CR are still open.  If some items still open, Peggy to create new CR for the open items.

Action CCB 013001-17: OMMS NG personnel to add allowance of X in second position of LSSC to MMBU Lookup Table.

SRS for creation of B and C records in CDMD-OA through a direct link to WSF Level C Oracle Tables at NAVICP-Approved as Concept.


Status: R9 Triggers for sitrep where used to get R5 (LSRI set).  In case of non-supercession old R5-CDMD-OA could create B and C records.

RIC Supercession R9 Trigger-for ASI-Could alleviate need for R9 trigger to NAVICP.  DETPAC could send the RIC supercession information (D record) via CDMD-OA ASI processing.

MCMAR ships-NAVICP to continue to receive R9 trigger since they continue to mail out hard copy RIC supercessions.

F Records created at same time as C records.  DETPAC could create the F record information to accompany the B and C records for OMMS NG and SNAP.

Non R9 Trigger (R2-8)-NAVICP to continue to provide B and C records from non-R9 triggers.

Action CCB 013001-18: Creation of B and C records in CDMD-OA through a direct link to WSF Level C Oracle Tables at NAVICP is approved as a concept.  (SRS to be developed).  Establish team to come up with requirements/vision document, feasibility, business rules, CR to be developed.  Once SRS is developed, the CCB will re-evaluate for approval and implementation. Lead for this Team will be a splinter from the IT Committee in April.  Action:  NAVICP/NSLC Pacific (Bill Phelps)

Action Item 001026-05/07

Review NAVICP Matrix for DISI to ISC/ASC for the purpose of enforcing the original approved requirement statement of the R9 trigger programming and automatic assignment of DISI.   Investigate and discuss the anomaly between initializations of ASI in respect to DISI and ISC/ASC.


Action CCB 013001-19: A Truth Table (matrix) was created by the CCB to include all possible combination conditions (ISC/ASC to DISI to second position of DO/VC) to be reviewed by the Data Element Subcommittee and to make a splinter session at the CDM/ISEA Working Group.  CCB recommends that DISI and second position of DO/VC be automatically derived from ISC/ASC.  Once automatic global fix generated by CDMD-OA, CDMs will receive work files for asynchronous conditions to resolve.  NSLC DETPAC verified that second position of DO/VC for RT 4 alteration records is determined by parent ISC and DO/VC, and the RT 4 ASC.  Data Element Subcommittee to create new SRS for these business rules.

This task will be a new SRS (not combined with the old R9 Trigger SRS.)  If Tech SPEC/Programming do not match-Decision to be made as to which needs to change.

Note (1): For automatic assignment in DISI and 2nd Position of DO/VC, rewrite of C14 must be accomplished first to ensure New Construction data is not adversely affected.

Note (2): Prior to implementation of the DISI DO/VC automatic assignment, the 80336A conversion process must be changed to accommodate new functionality.

Action Item 001026-07

Investigate anomalies between initializations and ASI with respect to DISI and ISC/ASC.

This action is not establishing new business rules but is correcting existing processes.  Essentially this is bug-fix vice enhancement.  Does not need to be voted on by CCB.  

Action CCB 013001-20:  Data element committee to generate Autosir requesting a mandatory error for the condition of ASC value of B.

Action Item 001026-08

Program CDMD-OA to set the R9 trigger when ISC changes from E to G.  Approved but needs to be scheduled and prioritized.








Action Item 001026-09

Program CDMD-OA with a new minimum error on duplicate ALT RICs against the same parent RIN. Approved but needs to be scheduled and prioritized.


Action Item 001026-11 ‘Trusted Agent’ role in CDMD-OA to set LSRI Flag-Approved.


Action CCB 013001-21: Peggy and Bob Milburn to develop an SRS for ‘Trusted Agent’ role in CDMD-OA to drive an R5 trigger (set LSRI flag) with supply support to NAVICP for B, C and E records to be sent. 
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Action Item 001026-12

Ensure alignment of edit checks between CDMD-OA and OMMS-NG. This will be a discussion about the use of the MMBU tables www.webdb.nslc.fmso.navy.mil/n60rep/mmbucode.nsf) as defined by NSLC MECH.


Aspen Release of OMMS NG fix added Nomenclature to the key for C1 records, which will drastically reduce the fall out of duplicate records.

Action CCB 103001-22: SPAWAR to include ‘OMMS NG Release No. ______’ on heading of ASI Error Reports.  

Action CCB 103001-23:  NAVICP, NSLC and SPAWAR to create Working Group to align key edit checks between MMBU look up Tables and NAVICP data element edit checks for any Supply Records. (Lead-Rusti)

ORPHANS- OMMS NG has two orphan lists on ASI Error Reports.  Report is currently cumulative.  SPAWAR is fixing report so will no longer be cumulative in Birch release.  If reject, recommend automatically set LSRI flag which re-sends B and C records.

1. Orphan Header (B record)- APL Header record with no A(Configuration) or C (parts) Records.-due to ASI

2. Orphan due to APL Header (B record), Configuration (A records) but no parts data (C records).  If C record fatal error, should be sent back to NAVICP.  OMMS NG System will clean up B level orphans with no As or Cs (Condition 1).

Action CCB 013001-24:  ASI Error Report critical to CDMs/NAVICP to correct errors.  Not a user-friendly error report. SPAWAR to email ASI error report samples for all Record Types to NAVICP (Rusti) to use as a baseline for determining what data NAVICP needs to see on the report.  CDM (BIW) and NAVICP (Rusti) to send email to SPAWAR (Dan Maxey) to outline what data and format they need to see on the ASI Error Report. A new CDM/NAVICP ASI Error Report will be written by SPAWAR to focus on errors that affect those Organizations.  SPAWAR will continue to use the existing report internally. (Heather/Rusti-Lead)

Action CCB 013001-25:  Data Element Committee to do a comparison between Tech Spec and MMBU Table.  Investigate feasibility of making one reference document to include OMMS NG (MMBU Table) and SCLSI Tech Spec or alignment of the two.

Action CCB 013001-26:  NSLC MECH to establish a link between CDM/ISEA Working Group web-site and the MMBU Table.  (Steve Case) 

Action CCB 013001-27:  ASI NO played by Ship-date. OMMS NG has only been sending the latest ASI.  Need OMMS NG to send date that each ASI was played.  If ship plays multiple ASIs at same time, CDMD-OA only shows latest ASI.  The date that is currently displayed is when CSMP is sent upline, not actual date the ship plays the ASI (ASI Run date).  SPAWAR needs to capture this data from OMMS NG and feedback to CDMD-OA for each ASI. (Don Fisher to work with SPAWAR)

Action CCB 013001-28:  SPAWAR OMMS NG to research automatic setting of LSRI Flag to Y for A record with no B and C records. (Dan Maxey, Peggy Langlois)

Action CCB 013001-29:  NSLC Pacific to provide email request to OMMS NG personnel to provide schedule (to be posted on web-site) of OMMS NG Release information, to include release number on ship, what changes and enhancements are being accomplished.  Other recommendation is that OMMS NG personnel build XSOFTWARE records in CDMD-OA. (Peggy, Bob Milburn)

Action Item 001026-13

Develop the mechanism and the procedures for OMMS-NG ASI error reports and files to be fed back to CDMD-OA via RAD distribution to CDMs and NAVICP. This includes the creation of another upline product type in RAD (CR 291).


Action CCB 013001-30:  NSLC and SPAWAR will work together to ensure that any reject error conditions existing in OMMS NG will also exist in CDMD-OA and will be rejected back from CDMD-OA to NAVICP for correction.  The correction will occur before the record goes to the ship.  (Lead-Bill Phelps, Del Edwards)

Action CCB 013001-31: OMMS NG to RADMAIL individual ship ASI Error Reports to CDMD-OA.  CDMD-OA will consolidate errors by key fields, card type, error field and value and post on CDMD-OA Central. Key fields for ASI error reports: UIC, Card Type (A1, A2, …, S1), Key Fields, Error Field, Error Value, ASI Sequence, Error Message, OMMS NG Release.  If Ship is a RAD up-line reporter, it will take these error reports and forward them to NAVICP or CDMs as appropriate.   NAVICP and BIW will draft a Requirements Statement for the error report and provide to SPAWAR.  SPAWAR to provide NAVICP sample of RSUPPLY E, F, and G error reports and NAVICP will review for accuracy. (Heather, Rusti, Dan Maxey)

Triple RIN (CR 282)


Interface with ISEA DB, CDMD-OA and OMMS NG.  Always have a permanent identifier of record no matter what system you are in. Solves problem of disconnects, losing record to updates-Approved

Triple RIN risks:

1. CDMD-OA changes-Have to be defined.  Some are defined in the Triple RIN SRS.

2. OMMS NG changes

3. SDIF changes-Possible RT 3 risk  

4. Other Software Interfaces (MRMs, OARs, TOMCAT)-To be investigated by Pam Smith (NSLC Pacific).  Ensure that MRMs does not strip off triple RIN (within B6 record) during up-line reporting process.

5. Multiple equipment entry/double entry-Not to be addressed by CCB

6. Outstanding JCN (parts, work requirements)-Not to be addressed by CCB

7. DBR to synch

8. ISEA processes is not defined

9. Differentiation between ISEA (third party)RINs/out of synch-Possibility of duplicate ISEA (third party) RINs is possible between more than one ISEA.

Action CCB 013001-32:  NSLC Pacific (Pam Smith) to modify 3.1.3 of SRS SDIF section to include Ship RIN and ISEA RIN.  Also, Table for RT 3 (page A-2) needs to be updated to include Ship RIN and ISEA RIN.

Action CCB 013001-33:  SPAWAR to provide CCB with rules on how OMMS NG handles H-1 records for all LSD types. (Dan Maxey)


Action CCB 013001-34:  NSLC Pacific to define all scenarios of out of synch conditions between CDMD-OA and OMMS NG to SPAWAR.  SPAWAR to define transaction requirements to correct in OMMS NG. (Ben Go, Del Edwards)





Action CCB 013001-35: SPAWAR to investigate sending upline, a response back to CDMD-OA filling in the ship’s RIN.  Bob Milburn to generate TR to report ship RIN assignment upline to CDMD-OA.  NSLC Pacific to auto-process those ships’ RIN updates into CDMD-OA.

Action CCB 013001-36:  SPAWAR to develop a Disaster Recovery Process Plan for OMMS NG units in the event that the database is lost and no backup available.  Once identified, needs to be tested for Proof of Concept to ensure successful implementation. (Dan Maxey, Don Fisher)

Action CCB 013001-37:  ISEAs through Data Element/Communications Committee need to visit and try to resolve the duplicate ISEA (third party) RIN Issue by defining the characteristics of this data element.  Possible Table for first two characters defining Third Party ORG of ISEA RIN.  Proposal to be developed for what requirements necessary for ISEA Third Party RIN.  This action should be coordinated with NSLC Pacific (Pam Smith who is lead on Triple RIN programming).

Action CCB 013001-38:  NSLC Pacific (Dave, Pam, Jim T., Bill Tucker, Jim Strider) to develop Software Development Plan for Triple RIN effort to include schedules, risks, responsibilities, how process to be executed, training, and mapping of phases to resolve the OMMS NG Interface issues. (Estimated completion 15 March). Test plan to be developed separately.

CDM/ISEA Working Group Issue (AIRLANT)-Multiple WCREs in CDMD-OA.  Primary work centers mapped to SCLSI process-CDMD-OA.  Secondary work centers are located in OMMS NG onboard ship.   Shore MSC recommends that CDMD-OA mirror OMMS NG with multiple work centers.

Action CCB 013001-39:  Eliminate WCRC element from CDMD-OA.  Primary work center on ship is WCRE in CDMD-OA.  CDMD-OA will send an H1 record using Parent RIN to OMMS NG table that ties secondary Work Centers to Equipment RIN.  OMMS NG will send an XY record upline to CDMD-OA for auto-processing.  No additional workload for CDM or Ship.  SRS to be drafted by AIRPAC (Billy Bruner) and NSLC Pacific (Bill Phelps) no later than 15 February 01.  NSLC Pacific (P. Langlois) to write CR to add Logistics Type ‘WC’ to CDMD-OA.  CDM/ISEA Data Elements Subcommittee to include value of ‘WC’ in Logistics Type data element.  OMMS NG SPAWAR to update MMBU Table to allow value of ‘WC” in Logistics Type.

Define the ESWBS/SWAB table functionality and related data elements (EIC, SAC, etc…) to be included in CDMD-OA Central with input from CDMs.   ESWBS Manual/Table to be posted on CDMD-OA web-site.  Lead-Jim Taylor
